Range Briefs

PARTICIPATION CREDITS

Half the year is now over and a huge number of our members have taken care of their
participation credits. This has been a VERY welcome change at our Club. Our facilities and events
reflect the change in participation. Several members have gone above and beyond by helping to the
degree of having more than one card filled out. Many have started, received a few punches, and
have a minimal amount to complete. Each card completed goes into a drawing at the end of the
year for some VERY nice things. So far, there will be at least two guns and many other useful items
up for drawing at the January 2008 Annual Election and Social Meeting.

There are still some members who need to get started so that they can keep their membership
dues for 2008 at $60. There have been several members who have been able to fulfill their
obligations without having to participate at a work party. Some have come up with materials the club
can use; others have built target stands or the like at home, and still others have been signing up
new members, or participating in a club sport or activity. Many have not been able to attend a work
party, but have come out when a Range Officer was on duty and asked “what can | do?” (There is
always something to do!).

We have had a couple of folks contact us, afraid they wouldn’t be able to help out due to a
disability. Other members have proven this to not be the case as one told us, “If someone has the
physical wherewithal to go shooting, they can sit at a bench and sort brass or paint a target stand, or
something”. We've had 80+ year old members, and disabled Vets step up provide VERY valuable
assistance in necessary support of their Club and community. Anyone can petition the Board in
writing for a waiver if needed.

Remember, that to renew next year, you must have completed your participation card, or you will
owe an additional $10 per star not punched out, in addition to the $60 annual dues. Those with
multi-year memberships still need to complete their participation credits to maintain gate access and
full Club member privileges and/or discounts.

RANGE SECURITY

Ten new security cameras are being installed, including some hidden cameras, to cover just
about every square inch of the range. A secured hard drive recorder, low light capability and
internet access should allow us to determine and remedy the source of any future problems. Still
yet, we rely on the membership to report any questionable activity or problems with the range, range
equipment or the way in which it is used, so be alert and let us know if something needs our
attention.

RANGE OFFICER CLASS

July 14™ will be our next Range Safety Officer Class. This class is designed to train dedicated
members how to deal with the issues that arise when supervising folks of all skill levels at the range.
Classroom and practical exercises on the range will give each participant a better feel for what to
look for and how to respond to the unexpected. Being a Range Officer is truly moving oneself to the
frontlines in the battle for our positive public perception. There is great satisfaction working with
folks new to our range and leaving them with a positive impression of, not only your club, but the
shooting community in general.

Someone recently took a large quantity of brass from
the Club. This brass had been separated, sorted and
readied for recycling. The brass recycled by the Club is
meant to benefit the Junior programs of the Club, so
unauthorized taking of the recyclables amounts to
stealing from the youth of our club and will not be
tolerated. Any information leading to discovery of those
responsible will be held confidential and could certainly
result in termination of someone’s membership. It has
always been our policy to allow active participating
members that “put out” for the Club, to take small
amounts of reloadable brass from the buckets on the
firing lines, not from any other location on the range.

If you are scavenging brass from a range bucket, you
need to be:

1. a member that has been working on their
“Participation Credits” punchcard,

2. only taking brass for your reloading and shooting,
3. only taking brass from the ground on the ranges, or
from the buckets on the firing lines.

All other brass removal is strictly forbidden without direct
permission of the Executive Officer.
